Before handling
spa chemicals:

Always read and follow all 
product labels.

Add chemicals directly to spa 
water with pump running.

Never mix chemicals. 

Ideal chemical levels:
pH  7.2 – 7.8

Total Alkalinity:
80 – 120 ppm 

Calcium Hardness:
150 – 400 ppm  

Chlorine: 2 – 3 ppm
Bromine: 2 – 4 ppm
